¢ Examples of contrasting colours include red and green,
blue and orange, and yellow and purple (violet).

¢ Warp and weft are terms for the two basic components
used in loom weaving. The lengthwise warp yarns are
fixed onto a frame or loom, while the weft yarns are
woven horizontally over and under the warp yarns. Weave
